Basis for calculating promotions

Promotions at Hasler regional races between the divisions throughout the season will be based on the table “Standards for Racing” [see the Table in Appendix 1 and page D1 of 2010 Racing Handbook].  Column HC of the Table assumes a World Champion takes 60 seconds to paddle a given course and ranks paddlers in singles divisions from 1 to 9 based on the number of additional seconds it would take for competitors to cover that same course.  P/D Factor expresses these same times as factors.   For example, a top ranking paddler in division 7 would be expected to take 90 seconds giving a P/D Factor of 1.5.
Divisions 1 and 2


There are no automatic promotions to divisions 1 and 2.  Promotions will be made by the Rankings Officer in consultation with the Regional Marathon Adviser.

Divisions 3, 4 and 5

Races at each event in divisions 4, 5 and 6 are treated as one course.


Counting all the finishers in divisions 4, 5 and 6, take the mid placed paddler’s time (average of two places if number of paddlers is an even number) and then divide them by the following factors:
div 4       by 1.283
div 5       by 1.367
div 6       by 1.45
Compare these figures.  If they are all within a minute of one another, then obtain the average of these three figures to give the handicap zero.  If one of the figures is more than a minute out compared with the other two, then ignore it and obtain the average of the remaining two figures to give the handicap zero.
Multiply the handicap zero time by:
1.233 
to give indicated time to promote to div 3

1.317 
to give indicated time to promote to div 4

1.4 
to give indicated time to promote to div 5

Check the K1 times in divisions 4, 5 and 6 and promote to divisions 3, 4 and 5 as appropriate.  


Divisions 6, 7 and 8

Races at each event in divisions 7, 8 and 9 are treated as one course.
Counting all the finishers in divisions 7 and 8, take the mid placed paddler’s time (average of two places if number of paddlers is an even number) and then divide them by the following factors:
div 7 by   1.533
div 8 by   1.617

Obtain the average of these two figures to give the handicap zero.

Multiply the handicap zero time by
1.4 
to give indicated time to promote to div 5

1.483
to give indicated time to promote to div 6

1.567
to give indicated time to promote to div 7

1.65 
to give indicated time to promote to div 8


Check the K1 times in divisions 7, 8 and 9 and promote to divisions 6, 7 and 8 as appropriate.

General


Split times to be rounded down to whole second.

All automatic promotions to be displayed on results and are effective from the day of the race EXCEPT:


1)  Rule 26(f): No automatic promotions to be made where there are fewer than 5 starters in any race.

3) Rule 26(j):  No automatic promotions where paddlers transferred from another division under rule 24.

Demotions

There are no automatic demotions at any races.


Divisions 1, 2, and 3 
Demotions from these divisions will be made by the Rankings Officer in consultation with the Regional Hasler Adviser.

Divisions 4 to 8

Application for demotion from any division 4 through to 8 may be made to the Regional Marathon Adviser by the club coach.  The Regional Marathon Adviser shall confirm his decision in writing to the club coach and to the Race Records Officer.  In the event of dispute an appeal may be made to the Rankings Officer who shall determine whether or not demotion shall apply.

Demotions will be limited to one division.
Promotions/demotions in doubles divisions
All promotions and demotions will be at the discretion of the Rankings Officer.
